
First Grade Supply List-2010 

  
For Your Child’s Desk: 

 Small pencil box—approximately 5 x 8  
 Box of 24 crayons—may be twist-up type  
 70 page spiral notebook for journal (will need to be replaced when full)  
 1 primary composition book  
 3 pocket folders (student choice) - 1for music, 1 for Spanish, 1 for classwork  
 Fiskar-type scissors (optional—we have a class set)  
 1 plastic pocket folder with brads for homework  

  
For the classroom: 

 Package of pencil cap erasers  
 2- zip-lock baggies-gallon size  
 1-sandwich size zip-lock baggies  
 6 or more glue sticks  
 2 pkgs. wide-ruled notebook paper  
 Hand sanitizer (can be industrial size)  
 Antibacterial wipes for the desks  

  
Monthly supplies: 

 Antibacterial wipes for desks (used every day before lunch)  
 Baby wipes (used every day after lunch and for other clean-ups)  
 Kleenex  

  
Boys: 

 Brown or white paper lunch bags  
 Forks  
 Spoons  

Girls: 
 Napkins  
 Pencils  
 Paper plates (not foam-they tend to melt)
