Homework is an important part of your child’s school experience. Supporting good work habits requires a joint effort. I will support your child and encourage good work habits at school. Your child will benefit greatly from your support and encouragement at home as well. To ensure that your child has a solid foundation and begins to take responsibility for their homework a homework policy was created. 


Please read the homework policy below and discuss it with your child. Then you and your child need to sign the lower portion of this form and return it to school with your child. Be sure to keep this portion of the form for future reference. 

Homework Policy

In second grade your child will have homework 4 nights a week. Homework assignments will be found in the weekly newsletter, your child’s agenda, and on my classroom website. 

· If your child doesn’t complete their homework they will miss recess to complete the missed work. Any work not completed during recess will be sent home to finish that night as well.

Homework Rewards

For each week your child completes all of their homework they will receive a ticket to be placed behind their name on the apple chart in our classroom. At the end of the month, their tickets will be counted and they will be rewarded according to how many tickets they received for the month.

After the students have received their reward, all of the tickets that your child has earned will go into a drawing that the 2nd grades will have every report card period.  There will be 4 students from each class chosen to participate in a fun afternoon with the teachers, (ice cream/craft, popcorn/movie, etc.)
